MINUTES OF MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL

TOWN OF GRANTSVILLE

MAY, 27, 2008

Call to Order:  A special meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Grantsville was held at the town hall in Grantsville, MD on May 27, 2008.  The meeting convened at 7:00PM, with President Paul C. Edwards presiding, and Robin L. Jones, secretary.

Members in Attendance:  Councilman Gillum, Councilman Jones, Councilman Diehl, Councilman Wilburn, and Councilman Shapiro.  Administrator McRobie and Clerk/Treas. Jones.

Approval of Minutes:  Minutes for 5/19/08 were approved as written.

Officer’s Reports:

     President:  Grantsville Cemetery Association Annual Donation of $50.00.  Approved and already included in the budget.

     Clerk/Treasurer:  A listing of each loan the town holds and all pertinent information was given to everyone in attendance.  The Clerk will contact USDA to see if an interest rate lower than 5% can be obtained on the loan for $372,800.00.  Gloria Martin:  An update on Mrs. Martin was given since her recent surgery.  
Board and Committee Members Reports:

     Administrator:  EZ Credit for Industrial Park Businesses.  The County is checking to see if the town is due tax money from previous years that may have been shorted due to this credit being approved. Goodwill Mennonite Home Water Line:  Maryland Department of Planning has received the town’s application for funding for this line.  Stormwater Pond Fountain:  The new fountain is a 2 horse power unit with green lights that will fountain the water 2 feet higher than the original two.  The unit and a longer cord will be shipped to EZ Pro for installation so that the work is performed up to their warranty standards.  LGIT:  The rate changes for FY 2008-2009 have been received for the liability, auto, and fire insurance.  MDE:  A letter was received stating that MDE has listed the town’s request for a $1.2 million grant to install water lines to Goodwill Home and Penn Alps as number 15 on a list of 15.

     Councilman Gillum:  Summer’s Property Update:  No new information is available as the developing of this property.  Pulling Track:  Franklin Broadwater has not been in contact with anyone from the town on regulations for the clay pulling track.  
     Councilman Diehl:  Park Cooler:  He will donate a used refrigerator to Pavilion #1.  Rich Towers is contacting the Grantsville Fire Department to see if they have a used stove to donate.

     Councilman Jones:  Gravel Brushes:  The Administrator checked with Green Acres in Oakland and the cost of the complete unit ranges from $576.00 to $619.00 each.

Unfinished Business:

· John Hershberger Drainage Problem:  Moved by Councilman Jones to allow Robert Speicher to install a French drain system by using a 4” perforated pipe installed in the ground.  The ditch behind Councilman Diehl will be cleaned out.  Mr. Speicher will charge $48.00 per hour plus the cost of the pipe.  Motion seconded.  Motion carried, Councilman Diehl abstained from voting.
· Big D Electric Proposal:  Moved by Councilman Shapiro to proceed with the installation of money saving devices at the water and waste water plants after 3 phone bids have been obtained.  Motion seconded.  Motion carried.
· 2008-2009 Budget:  Moved by Councilman Shapiro to approve the 2008-2009 Budget.  Motion seconded.  Motion carried.
· Fire Department Water Line:  All signed property easements have been received.  Frank Arnold will complete the wet tap work.  Carl Belt, Scott Cameron, Daystar Builders, BYCO, Nathan Walker Excavating, and Dave and Duane Stein will be consulted for professional installers.  The necessary stone and dust will be delivered by Keystone Lime Co.  
New Business:

· Park Committee:  Councilman Wilburn moved to proceed with the recommendation of the park committee to submit to the Garrett County Commissioners for POS Grant Funding to purchase basketball backboards and rims, gravel surfacing for the new parking lots with drainage.  Motion seconded.  Motion carried.
· $13,000.00 CD:  A recommendation was made to purchase 4 park benches (similar to the ones at the parklet), baby changing facilities for the restrooms, and decorative pole lights for along the walking track with these funds.  The idea to extending the walking track to include the stormwater pond was also suggested.  The Garrett County Sheriff’s Department would like to see the park lit through the park curfew hours so that all areas are visible.
Announcements:  The next meeting will be held on Monday, June 2, 2008 at 7PM @ town hall.

Adjournment:  The meeting was adjourned at 8:30PM.
