MINUTES FOR MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL

August 25, 2008

Call to Order:  A special meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Grantsville was held at the Grantsville Town Hall in Grantsville, MD on Monday, August 25, 2008.  The meeting was held due to the Labor Day Holiday falling on the regular meeting date.  The meeting convened at 7:00PM, with Mayor Paul C. Edwards presiding, and Robin L. Jones, Clerk/Treasurer.  Before the regular meeting, there was a work session held at 6:00PM to discuss adopting a rental ordinance.
Members in Attendance:  Councilman Gillum, Councilman Jones, Councilman Diehl, Councilman Wilburn, Councilman Shapiro, Clerk/Treasurer Robin Jones, and Mayor Edwards.

Guests:  Jim McFarland, Rick Sebold, Marcy Sebold – Western Maryland Truck Show.
Minute Approval:  Minutes for 8/18/08 were approved as written.

Officer’s Reports:

     Clerk/Treasurer:  GIG Event:  Back to School Nite will be held on Friday, August 29 at Little Meadows Lake from 6-9PM.  MML Meeting:  The town of Kitzmiller will hold the next AL/GAR MML Meeting on Wednesday, September 17 beginning at 6:00PM.  The administrator will attend and the Mayor will let the clerk know if he will attend after checking his schedule.

     Administrator:  Miller/Zook Water Line:  HD Waterworks has provided a price quote for the pipe and fixtures necessary to install the water line to Miller/Zook Road.  The quote is for 720 feet of 2” pipe and fittings and elbows; adding up to approximately $728.00.  Adding the purchase of installation dust, grass seed, and mulch makes the grand total approximately $2,500.00 for the project.  Robert Speicher has not provided a price quote for the labor including encountering rocks or other problems.  Mr. Speicher will also try to obtain permission to install the water line on the edge of his wife’s property.  The administrator was instructed to obtain labor quotes from Daystar Builders and BYCO Enterprises.

     Board and Committee Members Reports:

     Councilman Gillum:  Truck Show:  He feels that at next year’s truck show there is no need for the trucks to park on the pond bank as they did this year.  Concern over a truck slipping into the pond is an issue.  The pond bank was not have constructed for such use.  He would also like a dollar figure for electricity costs and pavilion rental losses incurred for closing off the park for the weekend event.

     New Business:

· Western Maryland Truck Show:  Jim McFarland, Rick Sebold, and Marcy Sebold attended this evening’s meeting to report that the truck show was a complete success.  Reported attendees came from Cumberland, MD, Keyser, WV, and Elk Garden, WV.  There were 50 participating trucks this year compared to last year’s 42.  Mr. McFarland feels that next year more teams will participate in the truck pull and make this a bigger event than this year.  This event will always be held the 4th weekend in August.  Councilman Shapiro moved to make a donation to the event in the amount of $500.00 to help cover the cost of entertainment; this donation falls into the same category as the town’s donation to Grantsville Days.  Councilman Jones seconded.  Motion carried.
